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21. Israel sent messengers to Sihon the king of the Amorites, saying:

Israel sent messengers Elsewhere, the sending [of messengers] is ascribed to Moses, as
it says, “So I sent messengers from the desert of Kedemoth” (Deut. 2:26). Similarly, “Moses
sent messengers to the king of Edom...” (above. 20: 14), but concerning Jephthah it says,
“Israel sent messengers to the king of Edom...” (Jud. 11:17). These verses supplement each
other; one holds back [information by not informing us who authorized the sending of the
messengers] and the other reveals [that Moses sent them]. Moses is Israel, and Israel is
Moses, to teach you that the leader of the generation is equal to the entire genera-
tion, because the leader is everything. — [Midrash Tanchuma Chukkath 23, Num.
