Earth-Like Planet Found Orbiting Far-Off Star

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What may be the smallest
extrasolar planet, measuring less
than twice the size of Earth, has
been discovered orbiting a sun-like
star.

The warld is far hotter than ours,
however. And controversy over the
size claim has heated up, too.

Astronomers used the COROT
space telescope (a mission led by
the French Space Agency, and alsao
invalving the European Space
Agency and others) to detect the new
planet as ittransited its parent star,
dimming the light from the star as it

“Far the first time, we have unambiguously detected a planet that is ‘rocky in the same sense as
our own Earth,” said Malcolm Fridlund, ESA's COROT Project Scientist. "We now have to
understand this object further to put it into context, and continue our search for smaller, more

Earth-like objects with COROT."
